A fairytale for Berlin 

When the Small Giantess travels through central Berlin with her ocean-going boat for three 

days in October and is finally reunited with her uncle, the Big Giant, at the Brandenburg 

Gate, both have overcome a decades-long separation and the division of their land, which 

has been torn apart by monsters. The French street theatre company Royal de Luxe tells a 

story about the division of Berlin and the peaceful revolution of 1989 not as a political story 

but as a poetic fairytale – “an October fairytale for Berlin“ (Brigitte Fürle, artistic director 

spielzeit’europa). 
 

From October 1 to October 4, 2009 the two giant figures will commemorate the 20th anni-

versary of the fall of the Berlin Wall with an open air festival at the invitation of spiel-

zeit’europa, the Berliner Festspiele’s theatre and dance season. The residents of Berlin and 

their guests from around the world are cordially invited to accompany the Giants on their 

journey through the German capital and to celebrate the anniversary with them.

The spectacle can be experienced at close quarters on exclusive special boat trips orga-

nized by the Reederei Riedel shipping company, which accompany the Giants with their 

boats on the River Spree. Passengers will enjoy box seats when the Big Giant emerges from 

Humboldt Harbor near Berlin Central Station on October 3 in a deep-sea diver suit. Riedel 

boats will also accompany both Giants out of the city as they leave Berlin in a boat again af-

ter their happy parade through Tiergarten Park.
